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Behind the Scenes

e We finally have our own fire panel within the building, and it's been a four-year project
undertaken by Andrew Munslow to get it done so that we can get back to using hazing
and fog effects like we did several years ago. This project came about because the
council decided the logistics of isolating the switchboard from their main building was
proving too difficult and costly.

e So, for our upcoming production, Panic in Pipton, which opens on September 13, our
lighting team is looking forward to putting together some exciting special effects. We will
also be incorporating some new moving head laser lights.

e We have purchased a coffee pod machine, which will be trialled at our next production, A
True Blue Aussie Review, offering a slightly more premium range of coffees for
purchase, still at ridiculously cheap prices.

e Our new audio distribution system is fully up and running providing a new superior level
of audio quality in the bar area, the green room, and the dressing rooms.

e We purchased and installed a new HP photo jet printer specifically for printing all the
photos for a production that are displayed on the board in the main foyer.

musical numbers from past hit shows at the Pine Rivers Show. Please come and show
your support.
